Announcing the World Premiere of Mister Angerhead, 

the new movie by the producers of Still Life with Donuts, with live concert featuring composers and musicians of the Mister Angerhead soundtrack

Mark Edwards and Mary Michaud have not been resting on their laurels since the release of the Belmont documentary Still Life with Donuts in 2003. In fact they have been fully engaging the neighborhood they digitally immortalized in their next project – a full-length feature entitled Mister Angerhead.

The story of Mister Angerhead had been bouncing around in Edwards’ head for a number of years, but it wasn’t until he met his neighbor Leo Arico that the concept became reality. Arico’s visage and atmospheric locations in Belmont became Edwards’ muses to explore the archetypal struggle of good and evil in one man’s soul. The result is a creepy, funny tale that reminds us of sitting around a campfire in the pitch black forest listening to our friends’ tales of evil people doing evil things.

The making of the movie was a full-contact Belmont sport. 

The major locations were Edwards and Michaud’s home and a now–defunct dilapidated red metal shed in their neighbors’ backyard. The actors are Belmont neighbors, and friends or folks they met during the making of Still Life with Donuts. Leo Arico, Mister Angerhead, gets the most screen time but close behind are Heather Lebowski, a graduate student at UVA, as the female lead; Jamie Dyer of the Hogwaller Ramblers as her husband; Dan Stern, a regular player at Live Arts and the New Lyric Theater as the detective; Spencer Lathrop (who needs no descriptors in this town) as the paraplegic taxidermist; and Michaud herself as the social worker.

Rich shots of kudzu by the railroad tracks, the coal tower, scarred red earth and a variety of bugs, plants and animals grounds the viewer in a small Southern town, and reminds us Charlottesvillians of Belmont’s earthy grace.

Original music sets the tone for Mister Angerhead to do his thing. Composer Adam Daniel, who daylights as Senior Associate Dean and COO of UVA School of Arts and Sciences, created a fugue, a tango and other compositions playing out characters’ inner turmoil. Paul and Susan Rosen, of numerous bands in town including Plum Jam, The Stuff and Floorplay, created a love song with toy piano, an Old Time tune to pace the big chase scene and a Cajun waltz used to temper the heroine’s abduction. The incredibly talented gypsy jazz guitarist Ricky Olivarez laid down some bluesy Old Time and slide. And Darling Dot Collier (featured in Still Life with Donuts) sings a creepy version of Billy Boy.

Mister Angerhead will premiere on November 30, 2007 at 8 pm at the Martin Luther King Jr. Performing Arts Center of Charlottesville (formerly known as the Charlottesville Performing Arts Center). Ricky Olivarez, Paul and Susan Rosen, Dan Stern and Darling Dot Collier will perform a live concert before the movie. Tickets are available at www.MisterAngerhead.com.
